Applicants may apply for up to $100,000 per year  
for up to 3 years to implement projects that advance 
the county’s zero-waste goals. There is no minimum 
grant award.

Reporting  
requirements

Grant recipients must submit annual reports 
documenting their progress. The reports must detail 
efforts made to achieve project goals and the results  
of those efforts, including quantitative data and project 
expenditures. A reporting template will be provided.
