- Includes a potential easement that is adjacent to City of Eden
Prairie conservation areas and connected to the Upgrala Unit of the
Minnesota Valley National Wildlife Refuge.

- Documented occurrences of eight species of special concern -
three plants and five mammals - and one threatened plant.
