Are you registered to vote? Now is a great time to do so if you plan to cast a ballot in the 2024 general election.  
 
Registering to vote is easy  
Minnesota makes it easy to check your voter registration status, register to vote, and update your registration at mnvotes.gov.  
 
Already registered? It's still a good idea to confirm your registration is correct and up to date. You will need to update your registration if you’ve moved or changed your name since the last time you voted.  
Pre-registration for the November 2024 election ends on October 15. If you plan to vote but miss this deadline, you can register at your polling place on Election Day by showing proof of residence. Find out what you need to register on Election Day at mnvotes.gov.

· By mail – absentee ballots must arrive by Election Day, November 5 to be counted. Return your ballot to your city elections office.
 
Voting on Election Day  
Before you head to the polls:  
· View your sample ballot    
· Find your polling place  
 
Registering on Election Day  
To register at your polling place, you’ll need to bring proof of residence:   
· ID with your current name and address; or  
· Photo ID AND a document, like a utility bill, due or dated within 30 days of the election with your current residence; or  
· Registered voter from the same precinct who can confirm your address.
