Lowry Avenue Reconstruction (CSAH 153)

RESOLUTION: The Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee supports exploring the construction of
safe and continuous bike facilities on CSAH 153 (Lowry Ave NE) extending from the Lowry Avenue Bridge
to Johnson St NE.

Lowry Avenue is an important east-west connection that bridges the Mississippi River and the NE Arts
District. Continuous bike lanes are important for the following:

e Limited east/ west bikeway access due to CP rail yard and rail road
* Limited existing east/ west bikeway facilities
e Existing bike facilities at Lowry Ave Bridge

WHEREAS; a bikeway was added to Main Street / Marshall Street in 2004 from 1** Avenue NE to 10" Avenue
NE with the intention of extending a future bikeway facility further to the north; and,

WHEREAS; Current evaluations of the roadway condition of Marshall Street have found a limited life remaining
and diminishing effectiveness of routine maintenance efforts; and,

WHEREAS; a working group of County and Minneapolis staff with neighborhood and other stakeholder
representatives was established in 2014 to examine options for improving the Marshall Street, the group has
developed a concept plan to reconfigure the corridor to improve traffic operations, expand landscaping
opportunities, improve pedestrian spaces and add a protected bikeway consistent with the Hennepin County
Bike Plan and the Minneapolis Protected Bikeway Plan; and,

WHEREAS; the Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee has reviewed the proposed concept and
discussed its merits with County staff;

NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED;

The Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee, with the goal of making this corridor safer and more
convenient for pedestrians and bicyclists, states its support for applying for a 2018 federal funding grant for
the improvement of the Marshall Street corridor.

WHEREAS; The Hennepin County Transportation Operations Department will be milling and overlaying
University Ave SE in 2019 from 35W to Oak St SE; and,

WHEREAS; bike lanes were added to University Ave and 4™ St SE from 10" Avenue SE to Oak St SE; and,

WHEREAS; University Ave and 4'" St SE have been identified as future protected bikeways from Central Ave to
Oak St during the alternatives analysis done as part of the joint County/ City University Ave SE 4% St SE
Protected Bikeway Study; and,

and Metro Transit staff with was established to guide the study. The TAC has supported the alternative

WHEREAS; a group of neighborhood and other stakeholder representatives was established to examine
options for improving the corridor. The stakeholder group has supported the alternative concept of two one-
way protected bike lanes on both University Ave and 4" St SE; and

WHEREAS; this corridor has been identified in the Hennepin County 2040 Bicycle Transportation Plan as a key
on-street bike route and in the City of Minneapolis Protected Bikeway Update to the Minneapolis Bicycle
Master Plan as a future on-street protected bike route; and,

discussed its merits with County staff;

WHEREAS; The Hennepin County Transportation Operations Department will be preforming a mill
and overlay roadway maintenance on Golden Valley Road in The City of Minneapolis from Girard Ave
N to Xerxes Ave N in 2019, providing an opportunity to restripe the corridor with dedicated bicycle
facilities; and,

WHEREAS; Golden Valley Road was designated as a future on-street bikeway in the Hennepin County

A Resolution Supporting the 2020 Portland Ave (CSAH 35) bicycle and pedestrian link in Minneapolis
and Richfield from 60 St to 66" St

WHEREAS; The Hennepin County will be reconfiguring Portland Ave (CSAH 35) in the City of
Minneapolis and City of Richfield from 60t St E to 66 St E (CSAH 53) in 2020; and,

WHEREAS; The Hennepin County 2040 Bicycle Transportation Plan has designated CSAH 35 as a
future dedicated bike route; and,

WHEREAS; this segment of CSAH 35 currently has no dedicated bicycle facilities and represents a Top
25 Bikeway Gap in the 2040 Bicycle Transportation Plan; and,

WHEREAS; Hennepin County submitted an application to the 2016 Met Council Regional Solicitation
grant program, and received funding, with the intent of providing dedicated on and off-street bicycle
facilities as part of the roadway reconfiguration project; and,

WHEREAS; a dedicated bikeway on CSAH 35 would provide valuable local and regional connections
including connections to off-street bikeways on 66 St (CSAH 53) and existing dedicated bike facilities
on Portland Ave to the north and south of the project location; and,

WHEREAS; a dedicated bikeway on CSAH 152 would provide neighborhood residents with
multimodal connectivity to regional transportation networks including D Line Arterial Bus Rapid
Transit Line; and,

WHEREAS; the Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee has reviewed the proposed concept
and discussed its merits with County staff;

NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED;

The Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee, with the goal of making this corridor safer and
more comfortable for pedestrians and bicyclists, states its strong support for continued
development of the Portland Ave (CSAH 35) corridor concept largely as presented with buffered
bike lanes and without motor vehicle parking; and to pursue reducing the number of lanes in the
roundabout and to improve visibility and crossings.
