Whereas, the Hennepin County Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC), as part of its mission continues to
advocate for improved bicycle facilities throughout the County, and

Whereas, a full roadway reconstruction is being designed for the portion of Bushaway Road
(CSAH 101) from Minnetonka Boulevard (CSAH 5) to TH 12 in Wayzata, and

Whereas, Hennepin County is taking this opportunity to construct an offroad multi-use path throughout
the roadway project, and

Whereas, there is an existing bikeable onroad shoulder section on McGinty Road (CSAH 16), and
