Preferred alternative

In winter of 2021-22, we introduced two potential roadway concepts for the project. We created an online input
experience that allowed folks to learn more about the roadway concepts, rank how they felt about them, and provide
location-specific comments. We also distributed paper copies of the ranking survey and flyers to local businesses and
organizations, held an open house and attended a pop up. The preferred alternative (also called Concept A) emerged
as a result of these engagement efforts, and below are the main things we heard.
